Post-it Directions
The purpose of doing post-its throughout the book is to keep a written record of your thoughts.  When reading, I’d like you to write down any comments, questions, or connections you may have about what you are reading.  Definitions for each of these types of post-its is described below.  

Comments:  Comments are statements made about what is happening in your book.  Examples may be “I was surprised that Stacy got caught by the police.  I thought she was going to get away.”  Or  “ I was sad that Brady lost his mom.  I thought she was finally cured.”

Connections:  Connections are statements made about how the book relates to your life.  This can be something that has happened to you personally, to someone in your family, a friend, something you read in the news, etc.  Examples may be “I know exactly what Cam is going through.  I had to put my dog to sleep too because he was so sick.”  Or  “ I have a brother and he acts just like Jake’s sister in the book.”

Questions:  Questions are any question you have about the book, whether it is about an event, character, confusion or even a vocabulary word. 

You are required to write 3 post-its per day of reading.  You should be sure to write the page number at the bottom of each post-it and leave the post-its in your book until it is time to turn them in.  Your goal is to write a combination of comments, connections, and question post-its.  If you notice you are writing all questions, try to catch times that you are thinking about comments or making connections with the book.  
If you are a fast reader, you may want to randomly put blank post-its in your book on various pages.  When you approach the blank post-it, stop and write down what you are thinking at that particular time.
